(Forming a team and learning the basics)
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- Form teams of international students, Japanese
students, and faculty (5-10 people).

- Study basic knowledge of earthquakes.
— Learn what earthquakes are like and learn vocabulary
from video footage of actual earthquakes, news, books, etc.
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(To raise awareness of “self-help”)
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- Participate in earthquake experience events & workshops,
then think about how to prepare & what to do.

- Check stockpiles, disaster prevention goods,
hazard maps, evacuation centers, etc. ”lﬂ
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(To raise awareness of “mutual aid”)
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- Have regular interactions with the local community.

- Check information on those in need of assistance
and consider what support we can provide.

- Participate in evacuation drills and
disaster volunteer activities.
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(Make “Earthquake Disaster Response Manual”!) &
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- Before an earthquake: Earthquake Preparedness.

- During an earthquake: What to do and what not to do.

- After the earthquake: What to do for injured people,

evacuation procedures, and support for those in need of assistance.
— List, briefly summarize, and translate into other languages.
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(Presentation and sharing of the manual)
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Share the manual both inside and outside the university,
and then present it at workshops and events.

Distribute the manual to the local community
to receive feedback and deepen exchanges.
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(Effectiveness of this idea)
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- The students will be able to acquire knowledge of disaster
prevention independently while working together with
Japanese and international students to create a manual.

- Through exchange with the local community, students will
be able to raise their awareness of mutual aid.
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It is necessary for us, international students, to
have an attitude of proactively approaching local

people. We believe that deepening mutual
understanding and raising awareness of mutual aid
IS the first step toward a symbiotic society.
